What are the prospects for OSB and OSL over the next five years in the established markets 
and for expansion to new markets in Australasia, South America and Asia? How will the evolution 
of strand technology from board to lumber and other value added products impact on existing 
products such as lumber, I joists, flooring and other applications?”
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
